The MSBOA Solo and Ensemble Festival is an optional event that allows middle school band students to prepare a solo, duet, or trio and perform this piece for a judge. Having students perform alone or in small groups is a unique opportunity that we rarely have in the band classroom.

This year, the festival will be held at Schoolcraft HS on Saturday, April 16th, 2016.  Students and parents must provide their own transportation to the event; the events are scheduled on an individual basis throughout the day. There are some special rules concerning music selection and length.  Solo and ensemble music must be appropriate (aka Classical) and the piece(s) must be at least 1 minute and 30 seconds in length.  Students must provide an original score with numbered measures for the judge.  All solos must have a piano accompaniment.  The director will help students locate music for the festival.  The director can also help find a pianist at an affordable cost.
